Seasonal Factors

Mr. Gregg also said the Bureau
of Statistics estimate of unem-
ployed—based on a sampling of
30,000 households—was 280,000 at
Jan. 28, compared with 180,000 in
early December and 187,000 in Jan-
uary of 1953.

Mr. Gregg's bureau
showed 4,465,000 persons
full time in the week of Jan. 28
against 4,535,000 in January, 1888.

He attributed most of the present

situation to seasonal factors and
“fractional” unemployment—that
is, people who are temporarily be-
tween jobs for various reasons
apart from cold weather.
Acting Prime Minister Howe sald
that anybody suggesting the gov-
ernment does not take the unem-
ployment situation seriously is “en-
tirely mistaken.”

“It is a matter of great concern
to the government,” he said.

Temporary Slewdown

However, economic facts indi-
cated the present situation was “a
temporary slowdown in the pace
of business, which has coincided
with the winter slack period.”

Experience during a similar sit-
uation in the winter of 1949-50
showed that ‘“government attempts
to smooth off every bump and hol-
Jow would only aggravate the fluc-
tuations.”
