With traders g:nerally concen-
trating on the corn market, wheat
prices dropped after an early ad-
vance, and toward the last wheat
was showing general losses.

7-8 above yesterday's finish, July
92 3-4, Sept. 89 3-4 to 7-8, Dec. 83
3-4 to 7-8, wheat 3-4 to 1 1-4 down,
Sept. 105 to 105 1-8, Dec 106 to
106 1-8, oats varying from 5-8 de-
cline to 1-8 advance and provisions
unchanged to a rise of 22 cents.

WINNIPEG, July 17—Liberal
selling credited to Chicago houses
and profit-takifg in late stages re-
duced early substantial gains on
Winnipez Grain Exchanges today
as values closed 3-8 cent higher to
unchanged. Prics showed July at
94 3-4, Octcbcr 94 1-8 and Decem-
ber 93 5-8 to 3-4. Excellent over-
seas demand saw export business
placed at an estimated 2,000,000
bushels.

of The Efficiency
London “Bobbies”

(A.P. By Guardian’s Special Wire)
NEW YORK, July 17 — Visual
evidence of the speed with which
London bobbies went into ao:iwon
against George Andrew McMahon,
who menaced King Edward yester-
day, was shown by a radio-trans-
mitted Ascociated Press photograph
of the arrest.
The picture shows McMahon in
the grip of two policemen and
soldier.

In the foreground are seen spec-
tators, many of whom apparently

watch the struggle behind them.

The police have rushed the man
out of the crowd and are hustling
him into a bus on which appears
the name “St. John Ambulance.”

An army officer stands calmly,
watching while the three uniformed
men in front of him wrestle with
McMahon,

The suspect appears as a heavy-
set, partly-bald man. The soldier
and one bobby have grasped him by
his coat collar. The other police-
man has expert'y p‘niorkd both
the prisoner's arms.

A well-dressed woman, with a
broad-brimmed straw hat and a
flowered dress, stands at the back
of the ambulance, watching the
proceedings with intense interest.

At the other end of the ambu-
lance stands a heavy-set woman,
watching with equal interet. A
third woman has merely turned her
head.

Two of the men standing closeal
to the fray have their hands
their pockets. Apparently they
have full confidence in the ability
of the arresting oificers to com-
plete their work without ou'side
assistance,

Many of the men have their hats
in their hands, as though they had
not yet replaced them after watch-
ing the King ride by.

Indignation at the attempted at-
tack on the King and the intense
relief at its prompt circumvention
by the “little woman in grey”, po-
lice and soldiers, were felt round
the Empire today.

Congratulations poured into Lon-
don last night from all parts of
the Empire and from other coun-
tries.”

After reading to the House of
Commons the official account of
the incident issued by . Scotland
Yard, Sir John Simon, Home Sec-
retary, said:

“The whole house will be pro-
foundly thankful that the risk to
which His Majesty was exposed
was so promptly averted.”

Viscount Halifax, Lord Privy
Seal, brought forth another ovation
in the House of Lords as he con-
cluded his announcement by say-

ram to express to His Majesty the
King the deepest regret of His
Majesty's subjects in Canada that
there should have been any at-
tempt to do the King any injury.

“Also kindly express how deeply
relieved all Canadians are to know
that any intention of the kind
wholly failed in its purpose and
that His Majesty has not been in-
jured in any way."

Canadian city governments and |f
individuals swamped communica~- |t
tions companies with congratulat-
ory messages.

One of the earliest telegrams re-
ceived was from Chancellor Hitler
who expressed his “cordial con-
gratulations” to His Majesty on!
having escaped the “dastardly at-|
tempt.”

Officials at Washington express-
ed gratification at the safety of
the King and said that news of the
attempted attack would be trans- |
mitted to President Roosevelt, who |
is cruising off the Maine coast.
