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working through the obstructed
part, leaving an aching pain that
alowly subsided.”

and “food stuck” feeling occurred
only when they ate certain types of
food or if solids were swallowed
hastily without proper chewing.
The width of the ring made by the
shadow appeared to be from about
one-quarter to about 2 inches.

One of the patients was relieved
of his dysphagia by removal of. the
lower end of the oesophagus: an-
other received benefit from dil-
ation (stretching) of the lower end
of the oespphagus. The other four
are able to get along satisfactorily
by chewing carefully and watching
their diet. This dilation or stretch-
ing of the lower end is, as before
stated, the usual treatment of
cardiospasm (heartburn) which is
believed due to nervousness and
emotional disturbances.

My days of being a happy wand-
erer and doing what comes nat-
urally came to a sudden end on
May 11 in the year 1928, the day
I was admitted to the Massachus-
etts General Hospital, suffering
from an aoute attack of bron-
chial asthma— the first attack I
ever had.

But the very
next day I was taken to the same
hospital in an ambulance, as limp
as a corpse and suffering like a
soul in torment.
The doctors put me to bed.
Then followed more examinations
and more questions. I was suffer-
ing from apparent chronic asthma
and yet, Id never had a
previous attack or any of the
svmptoms  which usually fore-
shadow the hell of all diseases.
The medicos were puzzled and no
wonder and in spite of all their
skill my conditioned worsened
from day to day and in two
months my welght dropped from
170 vounds to 135.
When. drugs failed to bring any
noticeable relief they put me on
a stricter diet, then gave me what
is commonly known as “the skin
test” to try and find out what I
was allergic to. But once more
they were stumped. There wasn't
a single reactor in the group of
serums.
Then, one day, the enemy left
as suddenly as it came. What a
wonderful relief.

I was discharged at the end ol
10 days and ordered to go West.
On the journey, I stopped off at
Fort Plain, N.Y., to see my mother
who had been living there for
some time. I shall never forget
the look of sorrow on her face.
I was a living skeleton.

After two week's rest, I again
set forth on my journey - and
again got tied up with my enemy
before I'd reached Detroit.

Every time I looked at my fel-
low passengers I had the feeling
that they thought I should be in
a hospital instead of on a train.

Two days later I was hospital-
ized in Detroit and once more
the doctors gave me the third de-
gree. At the end of three months
I was discharged and advised to
go home if I had a home to go to.
I was-so badly run down in health
