In this report of a scintillating
hand in a rubber bridge game,
South's bidding cannot be ap-
proved, but of praise are
due West for a brilliant defen-
sive mancuver of a type seldom
peen.

The double is completely prop-
er, but the jump to three notrump
is a singlehanded sction which is
unwarranted. The proper call—
twe notrump—announces & hand
of opening twe notrump dimen-
mons.

South has a very fine high
eard hand, with 21 points, but it
requires some complementary
values from partner for a game to
be made. Since partner's two dia-
mond bid was made under stress

. will be required to make three

notrump bid was & game under-
taking based solely on his owm
hand.

Bidding is supposed to be &
partnership project. A two no-
trump bid in this sequence will
stir up another bid from North
whenever he has the values which

notrump. Bidding for both sides
of the team is a fault in which
too many players are prone to
indulge.

South ducked the first two
rounds of spades and won the
third. Declarer then played the
ace of diamonds, on which West
played the king. This extraordi-
nary play defeated the contract.

Declarer could easily make
nine tricks but for West's play.
By sacrificing the king, West held
declarer to two diamond tricks
instead of four. The best South
could now do was garner eight
tricks.

Analysis proves the soundness
of West's inspired play. The bid-
ding clearly indicates East can
have no ready entry. West must
defend on the basis that South
will make the contract if he is
able to make four diamond tricks.
If South has A-J-x or any great-
er number of diamonds, four dia-
mond tricks become automatic.
Therefore, West has to turn to
the only feasible holding declarer
may have by which four dia-
mond tricks can be stopped. That
holding would have to be A-x-x.
Such & holding demands that
West drop the king on the ace.
