Balkan Movements
War Of !e_rves

ATHENS, Greece, July 18—(AP)
—Field Marshal Alexander Pa-
pagos said in a newspaper inter-
view Saturday that Communist
military movements in the Balk-
ans are merely part of a war of
nerves.

The Greek commander of armed
forces, the country's greatest mod-
ern military hero, said he does
not believe Russia is ready for a
world war. His views were pub-
lished in the Conservative news-
paper, Embros.

(Premier Tito of Yugoslavia
came in for another propaganda
attack from the Russians Satur-
day. A Russian-language broad-
cast from Moscow, heard in Oslo,
sald Tito is playing in the Balk-
ans the same role as President
Syngman Rhee of South Korea in
“carrying out provocations"
against Communist nations along
his borders.

.(The broadcast coincided with a
Soviet dispatch  published in
Czechoslovakia reporting that Al-
bania, in a new note, charged
Yugoslavia with “seven provoca-
tions on land and two in the air”
in June—aimed at starting a war.
(A Yugoslav note Friday blamed
Bulgarians for four border inci-
dents in which a Bulgarian sol-
dier was Killed. Yugoslavia and
her Communist neighbors have
been exchanging such notes for
two years.)

Papagos said a report that 6.-
000 Greek Communist guerrillas
were massed on the Bulgarian-
Greek horder was inaccurate.
“The Greek army is fully capable
of destroying them if they at-
tempt a new aggression,” he de-
clared.

Papagos said his information
does not support the view that
movements of Communist troops
toward Yugoslavia's borders are a
danger to the security of Yugo-
slavia or Greece.

These movements were on a
small scale and similar move-
ments had been noted every year
at about this time. He acknow-
ledged, however, that considerable
war material has been delivered
to Bulgaria recently.

Canadian Earnings
Hit New High

OTTAWA, July 18 — (CP)
Earnings of Canadlans working hv
the hour hit a new high at May
1, the Bureau of Statistics re-
ported today.

The Bureau estimated that the
hourly earnings averaged 1024 cents
at May 1, compared with 1017
cents at April 1. At the same
time, the average weekly earninzs
of the hourly wage-earners mov-
ed up slightly from $43.53 to $43.62.
At May 1, 1949, the average hour-
1y earnings stood at 986 cenus
and weekly earnings at $41.91.

LONDON, July 17—(AP) —The
London Evening Star tonight pub-
lishes what it says is the text of
Prime’ ‘Minister Stalin’s reply to
Prime Minister Nehru's appeal
for peaceful settlement of the Ko-
rean fighting.
