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LA FAMINE PANS L'INDE

UNE VISITE DANS LES DISTRICTS

AFFLIGES

Bombay, 4 -Klopsch, de New-
York, éditenr dun “Christian
Herald,” arrivé ici le 14 mai ot
parti immédiatement peur aller
faire une tournée dans les dis-
tricts on sévit la famine, est re-
vena, aprés avoir voyagé dams
les parties les plns éprouvées
de la présidence de Bembay, y
compris Bojerat et Borala. Voi-
ci co que dit M. Klopsch :

“Partout j'ai été témeoin des
scénes les plus abomidable et
les plus réveltantes. Les mal-
heureux affamés réunis dans
les camps sont morts du chelo-
ra et de la petite vérole. Des fu-
gitifs atteints par le fléau, pen-
dant qu’'ils se sauvaient, ont &té
tronvés morts dans les ohamps
et dans les fossés le long des
routes. Le nombre des affamés
qui s présentent 4 un senl pos-
te de seconrs pour obtenir des
vivres augmente en moyenne
de 10,000 par jour.

“A Godhra, en quatre jours, il
y a en 3,000 déeés causés par le
cheoléra, et A Pohad 2,500 pen
dant le méme temps. Dans les
héopitanx de Gohdra et de Do
had le nombre des déeés est de
90 pour cent.

‘La sitnation des malhenreunx
atteinis du cheléra est impossi-
ble a déerire. Une odeur intelé
rable de cadavre en décomposi-
tion se dégage de l'ean et se ré-
pand dans ['air. A Admedabad
les déoces a l'asile des pauvres
ont été de 10 pour eent. €haque
jour j'ai vu de nouveanx mala-
des placés en face des oorps des
défunts. Dans ehaque lit sus
pendu il y avait un eadavre.

“Le thermométre indiguait
115 degrés & 'ombre. Des mil-
lions de mouches veltigeaient
antonr des malades atteints de
la dyssenterie, qui étaient mal-
propres.

“J'al visité, a Viragam, les
guartiers ou la petite vérele et
le ¢holéra exergaient leurs ra
vages. Toas les malades étaient
obuchés sur le sol, car il n'y
avait pas de lits. A part cela,
les malades étaieat bien soig-
nes.

“J’al pu parfaitement consta-
ter que des vauntours,des ¢hiens
et des chacals déveraient les
morts. On a vu des ehiens con
rir avee des bras ou des jambes
d’enfants dans la gueule.

“ke gouveruement fait oe
qu’il peut ; mais les fenetion-
naires indigenes sont 1mpuis-
sants a sonlager tant de misére.
Par suite de la famine, de la
peste et dn choléra, la situation
dans la présidence de Bombay
est maintenant plus mauvaise
qu'elle n’a été en anoun temps
dans le 19e siecle. Des familles
entiéres ont succombé. Le pen
ple est abattn, et la sitnatiom
s'aggravera dés qgue la mous-
son se fera sentir.”
