It should
facilitat +  all exchanges, and wnothing
market: dle should be beyond its mediation.
It shotld be plentiful enough, and easy
enough Hf obtainment to answer all the
ligitimx e purposes of money, otherwise it
retards cxchange. Conversely, it should
be hard 2nough to obtain to keep it within
i's just limits. Can a currency be estab-
lished o « & scientific foundation to answer
all thesc requirements ? Anarchists answer
yes.

You iave heard of binks suspending
epecific ayments, aad still issuing notes
and doilg business. These notes are not
based o1 gold or silver, for the banks have
uorie.  Vhen a cusiomer borrows the notes
of such »anks he leaves a mortgage, note-
of-hand, or good security of some kind
that be vill pay back at a specified time all
that he horrows—he gives the bank a legal
claim or his property.

Tidings From the Straits,

OPERATIONS.

On the morning of the 4 h instk, our
mea started with a boat load of heavy
material out to the boring grouand; but before
they had proceeded any considerable distance
such a equall acose that it was with difiiculty
they made the shore again. The wind
rapidly increased in violence, accompauicd
with rain, A number of fishing boats were
out to sea, and anxiety was at once & ouscd
regsrding them. In half sn hour the whole
sea was white with foam, and wheie the
fercer squalls siruck the surface it drifted
like snow. Far as the eye could reach away
across the foam and mist, could be dim'y seen
the faint specks of fishermen’s sails <very
eye at the fishing station was bent on them,
and as the fie1co tempest swayed and creaked
the factory building that sheltered us, many
enrmises were made as to whether the hoats
could return or would be drivea away o the
Island shore. After a time it became evident
that most of them were standing for home
ageinet the wind, Some had thrown sachor
and could be dimly seen, like chained spectres,
pitching madly on the tempestous seas and
awaiting theic chances; others with sails
close reefed were driving away before the
storm, and only visible at iatervals to the
keenesy vision  As tnose facing it drew
nearer they were hidden at times with clouds
of ¢pray, and one shuddered to watch the
brave men struggling with foam and drift and
dark rolling billows that seemed every

erowd at our side was a little girl who looked
up, and with & trembling voice said, "My
brother is in one of those boats.” Her anxious,
wistful face betrayed the extent of the general
anxiety, aud the feeliog was by no means
lessened by some one rehearsing the account
of the loss of two fishermen a short time ago
in similar circumstances. Before an hour
passed, however, many of the boats worked
in to the shelter of the Cape Cove. As the
hardy fishermen grouaded their crafts in the
lea they sprang out to their middles in the
water and waded ashore. One felt sad that
men cxhibiting s> much courage and ability
should risk their lives in an enterprise which
yields but a bare living. There are five
lobster factories with about thirty boats on
this island. The fishing has been poor this
season and many of the men will not earn
theic hoard.

As a result of this storm, we learn that
several boats were lost, having to be abandon-
ed at sea, and one man drowned. This makes
five men lost in this vicinity this season.

Since the storm of the 4th the weather has
been delightful. The broad Strait lies calm
as a sleeping babe, or, fanued by the passio,
breeze, swells soft as the heaving breast o
beauty, It is our time to explore the eecrets
of its deep, rocky bed while it is in this gentle
mood. The engineers are working hard and
have two kinds of iron staging for drilling
ecec ed, suited to the varying depths of
water. Mr. Hendry, the acting engineer on
the ground, is indefatigable in his lsbors, and
Lis large experience and superior euginecring
training enable him to cope successfully with
the many practical difficulties which arise.
