May it please your Honor:

The undersigned, on behalf of the
inhabitants of Tignish and vicinity, a
district dear to you by years of confi-
dence freely bestowed, beg to wel-
come you here a second time during
your incumbencyof the highest p9si-
tion in our Province.
The office of Lieutenant Governor

must necessarily fall vacant ; but
seldom in the lifetime of even an oc-
togenarian and the fact that our gra-
cious sovereign’s mandate has been
confided to you in the capacity is an
ample tribute to our foresight, and
that of our fathers, who picked you
out when a small boy to represent
