partment five times.

At the end of the 1938 season
Gehrig was second to Ruth inthe
greatest number of long hits—with
1,190. He hammered out 535 two
base hits, 161 three basers
494 home .runs over the 16-year

span.

In 1922 he homered in six con-
secutive games, twice with the
bases full. He was second only to
Ruth in tke most bases on ball in
his _lifetime, getting 1,505 passes
to Ruth’s 2,056.

The records credit Gehrig with
a lifetime batting average of .341
for 27717 hits in 7,973 times at
bat. He drove in a total of 1990
runs, and struck out 787 times
