HORRORS OF THE HOSPITAL OF SEBASTOPOL.

Of all the picturcs of the horrors of war which
have ever been presented to the world, the hos-
pital of Sebastopol presents the most heart-
rending and revolting. It cannot be deseribed,
and the imagination of a Fuseli could not con-
ceive anything at all like untoit. How the

¢ human hody can be mutilated and yet hold
its soul within, when every limb battered,
and every vein and artery is pouring out the
lifo stream, one might study here at every step,
and ut the same time wonder how little will
kill! The building used as an hospital is one
of the noble piles inside the dockyard wall, and
is situate in the centre of the row at right an-
gles to the line of the Redan. The whole row
was pecaliarly exposed to the action of shot
and shell hounding over the Redan,and to the
missiles directed atthe Burrack Battery,and it
bears in its sides, roofs, windows and doors, fre-
quent and destructive proofs of the severity of
the cannonade. Entering one of these doors, I
bebeld such a sight as few men, thank God,
have ever witnessed! In a long, low room,

supported by square pillars, arched at the top,
dimly Tighted through shattered and un-
glazed window frames,lay the wounded Russians

who had been abandoned to our mercies by
their General. The wounded. did T say! No,
but the dead, the rotten and festering corpses
of the sol s who were left to die in their ex-
trewme agony, untended. uncared for, packed as
close as they could be stowed, some on the floor,
others on wretched trestles and bedsteads, or
Enlluxu of straw, sopped and saturated with
lood, whieh oozed and trickled through upon
the flyor, mingled with the droppings of cor-
ruption.  With the roar of exploding fortr
es in their ears, with shells und shot forcing

.y lay, with the crack ing and hissing of firo
around them, those poor fellows, who had
served their loving friend and master the Caar
but too well, were consigned to their terrible
fate.

THE SINKING OF THE RUSSIAN STEAMERS.

Tuvrspay, Sepr.13.—As the Russian steamers
were still intact, notwithstanding the efforts of |
the French battery at the head of the roads
near Inkermann to touch them up, it was re-
solved to construct a battery on the ruins of
Fort Paul, within 700 yards of the northern
shore, under which théy had taken refuge.

DBut what must the wounded Lave felt,
who were obliged to endure all this, and who
passed away without a hand to give them a cu
of water, or a voice to say one kindly word to
them. Most of these men were wounded on Sa-
turday—many perbaps on the Friday before—
indoed, it is impossible to say how long they
might have been there. [n the hurry of their
retreat, the Muscovites seem to have carried in
dead men to get them out of the way, and to
have put them upon the pallets in horrid mock-
ery. So that their retreat was secured, the
enemy cared but little for their wounded. On
Monday only did_they receive those whom we
sent out to them during a briel armistice for
the purpose, which was, I_believe, sought b
ourselves, as our overcrowded hospitals could
not contain, and our overworked surgeons could
not attend to any more.
