Speaks On
Civil Defence
At Roiag_

Rotarlan Earle Cannon, who re-
cently took a three week's civil
defence course at Connaught
Ranges, Ottawa, w<,' the speaker
at the regular meeting of the Ro-
tary Club of Summerside yester-
day at Rcbson's Restaurant.

His talk was with particular

reference to defence against the
atomic bomb., He stressed: “It is
quite wrong to suppose that

everything living within the area
affected by an atomic bomb is
destroyed and that nothing can
be done to mitigate its  effects.
On the perimeter of the affected
area casualties are few and even
within the innermost area these
can be restricted with adequate
advance preparation and proper
organization, such as evacua-
tion, warning, shelter, discipline
and well trained defence services,
casualties can be reduced to a
fraction of what they would
otherwise be.”

He said that the idea that there
is no defence against the atomic |
bomb is a defeatist attitude and |
such thinking should have no
place in a progressively educated |
population such as there is here.
He pointed out that there is no
“complete” defence against any|
weadon of war but it is possible |
to devise means of mitigating the |
consequences of all forms of at-
tack including the atomic bomb.

Mr, Cannon described various
ways in which atomic bombs can
be exploded and said that 1t
causes damage to materials and
injuries to personnel in threa
main ways: Blast, heat and radio-
activity, He dealt at length
with these three effects and the
manner in which they can be
combatted.
