ACCOMPLICE TO “MURDER”

When a player “gets away with
murder” at the bridge table, as
South did in the following hand,
it may be a case of sheer luck, but,
more often than not, one or both
of the opponents also had at least
a fingertip in the pie. Thus, East
was not entirely without blame for
the result.
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This, believe it or not, was the
bidding in a supposedly expert
rubber game:

South  West North  East
Pass Pass 1& Pass
14 Pass 24 Pass
66 (!) Pass Pass Pass

It goes without saying that tnere
is “no such bidding” as South pro-
duced in this case! A player who
passes originally, who then can
make no stronger response to part-
ner’'s opening than a one-over-one,
and who receives only a single
raise, cannot conceivably be just-
ified in jumping straight to a
slam. South had no earthly rea-
son to count on his partner for
the three top cards in spades —
North might easily have held Q-
x-x-X in support — and despi‘te
South’s extreme length in North's
club bid, there was no assurance
whatever that the combined club
suit was solid. All in all, then,
South’s slam bid was a fantastic
“stab.”

After it ~was all over, however,
it was West who had reason to
kick himself, because he had selec-
ted as his opening lead the only
suit among the four suits which
could have let South -make the
contract! In other words, West
opened a low heart! This saved
South from his sure loser in
that suit, and after drawing
trumps he gave up one club trick
and claimed the rest.

No one can justifiably censure
West for his heart lead, because,
against the fantastic bidding he
had heard. he was faced by a sheer
guess, It does seem, however, that
East might have helped out where
the opening lead was concerned,
by the simple expedient of bid-
ding one diamond over North’s
one club!
