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the better is to enforce it. We would
go to the extent of suggesting that the
Government would grant a small sum to
those districts which may not huve sufii-
cient means to procure new books. It
would be a strengthening of their own
hands, for education is the firmest pillar
of a country’'s liberty, prosperity and
happiness. It is a pity that such a fuir
fubric as our educationsl system should
in any way miss its Ligh end, either
through a direliction of duty or want of
enterprise in its directors,
