These pushing young attorneys of the
King demean themselves by taking up a
case in which, perhaps years ago, a man
in the presence of his own family made nn
anguarded rewark about the Emperor.
He is now denounced to the police bLy a
sevvant or a bad relative feom espite or
other infamons motive. Poor wretches
who in & moment of excitement, or pez-
baps a drunken fit, used bad language

POOR MACKEREL CATCH’

The Vlllugeré of Nova Scotia are Threateve 1

According to Jate Halifax advicea a
serious degree of want is likely to be felt by
the populations of the western shore-village 1f
fishing does not improve. Fish vendors have
visited - Prospect and neighboring places in
search of mackerel, and have been unable to
get any. Very few have been takern. The
fish passed the coast and did not strike in shore
until near Canso. Numbers were taken in
the eastward and shipped to Boston via Hali-
fux. The western shore people are now de-
pending on the second run of mackerel prov-
ing better for them. If this failsit is a serious
question  what the people will do for the
summer. Sowme of the western people com-
plain bitterly of the destruction of their nets
by the Gloucester schooners. A large num-
ber of nets have been torn when set lately,
and a heavy loss caused to the owners. .One
man had five nets, valued ata hundred and
fifty dollars, destroyed. The people say. the
Gloucester schooners deliberately sail through
the nets, cuite indifferent of the damage which
must follow. The skippers of these vessels
t: ke this means of venting their ill-will upon
it macent people for the enforcement of the
tinee-mile limit and its restrictions. It was
remarked last week that a large fleet o
Gloucester vessels sailed up and down into the
three-mile limit for several days. They did
not dare to take any fish, even il they had
seen any, but they sailed through every net
they could see and the aggregate damage
caused the shore flshermen has beeén very
heavy. In many cases all the nets of individ-
uals were destroyeb, which would have . left
the ufortunate owners helpless to catch any
mackerel had the fish happened to strike inY
A complaint is to be made to the Dominion
Government.
