HALIFAX (CP)—A four-storey
brick building designed to house a
vital phase of the nation’s defence
program was eaten out by fire
Thursday and the navy put the
loss at more than $1,000,000.

The cause of the blaze that
mushroomed through the partly
finished Maritime Warfare School
at the RCN's Stadacdfa shore sta-
tion here was not known. It took
firemen four hours to quel' the
flames.

The building was to have been
opened early next year to begin
training air and sea personnel in
seaward defence.

OVERCOME BY SMOKE

One fireman and two naval vol-
unteers were reported overcome
oy smoke, but were revived at the
scene by mobile oxygen units.
Dense clouds of grey smoke bil-
lowed over Halifax harbor until
aear midnight as firemen con-
‘inued mopping up operations.

The structure was begun in May,
1})53. It was scheduled for comple-
tion late this year and ready for
installation of equipment.
