Photographing the Borrom of the Sea.

A Western sportsman has been for years
making a collection of photographs of all
kinds of wild animals in their native
haunts, and many of these pictures,
especially of animals about to spring at
their intended prey, have been taken
under eonditions that made the skilful

| bandling of the rifle i%ghly necessary

the instant after the camera was snap-

| ped.  Another enthusiast has devoted
himself to photographing the ani-
mals of the forest in thgir nightly

wanderings. He would set a wire in the
path of the animal he wished to photo-
graph, and adjust the camera so that as
the animal came along and made contacg
with the wire, magnesium powder was
ignited, and in the flash the picture was
taken. In this way some beautiful
specimens of deer in all sorts of attitudes,
of mountain lions, badgers, opossums,
etc., have been secured, and many new
features have been developed of great in-
terest to the naturalist. M. Bontan, the
European naturalist, who studies the
wild life of the Mediterranean in the
garb of a diver, has succeeded in taking
some photographs of the sea bottom. He
uses a flash light obtained from a spiris
lamp and magnesium powder, which is
covered by a water-tight bell jar. "The
lamp stands on a barrel containing oxy-
gen gas, which he employs to work the
lamp and the pneumatic shutter of the
camera. He breathes through the supply
pipe of the diving dress. The camera is
water-tight, and stands on a tripod near
the barrel, so that the shutter and ghe
flash-light can be workal togother.
Progress of the Flying Machine,
Great strides have been taken within
the last two years in the development of
the powers of the fiying machine., Hiram
Maxim maintains that he can now lift 28
?“und,‘ per horse-power; but that with

mprovements soon to be matured he
looks to raise this figure to 5 or 60
pounds. This would enadle a machine

to take a flight of 500 or 600 miles. Ia
using his perfected machine, Mr, Maxim
will dispense with the railway track at
present usod, and a short run over a
moderately level field will give enough
velocity to give the machine its start. /s
far as landing is concerned, very little
shock will be felt, as the aerial naviga-
tor will touch the ground while moving
forward, and the machine will be
brought to rest by sliding on the groupnd
for a short distance. Mr., Maxim regards
this as the oniy wey to make a successfal
descent, If the machine were stopped in
the air and allowed to fall directly to the
earth without advancing, the shock, as
he quaintly says, ‘‘though fot strong
enough to be dangerous to life or limb,
might be suflident to disarrange or in-
iure the machinery.”’
