Offered Sask.

BOSTON (AP) — Dr. Richard
Ford, head of the legal medi-
cine department at Harvard

Medical School, Tuesday offered
his services to investigate any
death in Saskatchewan which
“might be related to profes-
sional negligence by delinquent
physicians."

Ford issued a statement in
which he declared “it is my
opinion no doctor has the right
to strike.” He said he offered
services, without charge, to Pre-
mier Lioyd of Saskatchewan in
a telephone conversation

Ford's statement said the erl-
sis in Saskatchewan might
cause “irreparable damage” to
the sanctity of physician -
tient relationship “in all
North America and perhaps in
the entire free world.”
