The display of stuffed birds
prepared by Mr. A.F. Calder was
highly praised and it was suggest-
ed that some effort be made to
have this display made known to
the public so that they would
come to the Vocational School and
see this really most remarkable
collection of birds, all of which
were shot on P.E.I.
