The hizh price of Flour in Canada, is con-
sidered by Montreal papers as unwarranted.
Speculutors ure alone responsible. The Quebee
Daily News says :—

“ The Halitax papers accuse the speculators
in Canada of combinmg with their brethren in
the United Siates 1o keep up the present high
There is, doubtiess, some tiuth in the
charge.  The Montreal iour interest has 1ami-
fications both in Western Canuda and the .
United States, and can russ up the sates when-
ever it pieases.  There can be no doubt that
the present stock of fiour iu Canada is sutlicicnt,
even allowing for the d ain of exportation, to
supply the wants of the Provinee till next har-
vesty ul @ figure much lower shan the present
one; but it pleases the speculators 1o hoard, and
heuce the geneial outery.

* Quebee suflers from this state of things
perhaps more than any other city in Canuda,
the greater distunce from the Western markets
addiug to the charge for freight. But wt pre-
sent we see no immediate remedy for the evil.
The prospect ef an abundant harvest can only
bring reliet’; and until then we will have to sub-
mit to whatever degree of thumb screwing the
speculators shall choose to apply.”

The New York Timessays :—The abrogation
f the Reciprocity Treaty has increased trade
tween Nova Scotia and Canada, and there
are now two lines of steamers established be-
tween Quebec and Halifax, and a lins is to be
put on between Quebec and Pictou. Formerly
N. Scotia received about 300,000 bbls. of flour
per annum from the United States, and 6,000 .
to 7,00¢ from Canuda. Now the receipts are
reversed, and about 7,000 barreis are imken
from the United States and 200,000 from
Canada.
