- LOOKING BACK on the 1950 period T recall vividly the
completely impossible situation I saw at Wond Islands.
Hundreds of cars were . seeking transportatién across the
straits, particularly on the first few days of the strike—the
visitors were understandably ;panicky about getting back home.

Red Cross people from the city were there’to help- where
possible. The Junior Chambér of Commerce hoys got into the
act with. a sound system, camp fire and entertainment. But
I've often wondered since. just how those people kept ‘their
composure- so well through a most anxious and trving perind.
