GOVERNOR'S SALARY.

On motion of the 1on, Mr. Bekr, the
House resclved itself into & committee of
the whole, to take into consideration the
various public despatches presented to,
and laid on the table of this House dur-
ing the present session.—1on Mr. Gordon
in the chair.

A despatch from the Secretary of
State, respecting the salary of the Licut-
enant Governor, was reac,

Hoo. Mr. Beer : 1 think that despatch
calls for some remarks, or expression of
opinion on the part of the Legislature.
I do not know why we should be treated
as we are, for I do not think we are
treated justly. The whole lands ol the
colouy have been alienated or granted
awayto absenlec proprietors; consequent-
ly wearedeprived of that legitimate source
of revenue, wherewith to sustain our
civil list, while all the other North
American Colonies arein a very different
position. The local Governmeats of |
those colonies own the lands, from |
whence they derive meaus to sustain
their civil lists. Therefore, I think the
Imperial Government should continue to
pay the ralary of our Lieutenant Gover-
por. Reasons why they should do so
were sent home one or two years ago,
and which J think were very sound and
good. Whether or not it is a kind of
punishment for not going into Coufeder-
ation, 1 do not know. DPerhaps thatis
the reason this despatch was written, but
I do not think the Liritish Government is
dealing fairly with this Colony.

Hon. Mr. MacDoxarp : The question
of the payment of the Governor's salary
was takea up last session, and an ad-
dress upon the subject was forwarded to
the British Government. Again this year
the subject has been under the cousider-
ation of the local Government, and it is
deemed advisable that a joint address
from both branches of the Legislature
should Le forwarded to the Celonial
Office. Defore the Ilouse rises a re-
solution will be introduced similar to one
which will be presented to the ITouse of
Assembly. It is very true that this Is.
land is in a different position with regard
to the payment of the Governor’s salary
from any of the neighboring colonies,

to the introduction of Responsible Gov-

referred toin a despatch from Earl Gray,
then Secretary of State for the colonies,
which is to be found in the appendix to
the journals of 1850, Ilis Lordship therein
sets forth thatthe Governor’s salary would
continue to form a part of the Imperial
Estimates, and what is called the ** Civil
List Bill” was introduced and ecarried
through the Local Legislature mainly as
a compromise between the Imperial
Government and the Government of this
Island of certain matters in dispute.
The salary of the Lieutenant Governor
was excluded from the ** Civil List Bill”’
because provision was made for it by
the Tmperial Parliament, Therefore it
would appear that the Imperial Govern-
ment is equitably bound to pay that
salary now, and if they iusist upon it
being paid by this colony it will be very
unfair. I am of opinion, however, that
when the matter is fully brought before
them, and they are asked to consider all
the facts of the case impartially, they
will reconsider their decision and will
contivue to include that salary in the
Imperial Estimates as heretofore. The
people of this Island would look upon it
as almost a breach of faith on the part
of the Imperial Government if, after
the correspondence which took place on
the subject previous to the introduction
of Responsible Governmeat, and the dis-
putes which were at that time between
the popular branch of the Legislature
and the Exeeutive Council,as well as
between this colony and the Crown, we
should be called upon, after a compro-
mise was effected, to pay the Govevnor’s
salary. Therefore I think it is advisable
that the matter should be again taken
up by a joint address and seo if we
caunot get the Imperial authorities to
reconsider the determination they appear
to have come to in the despatch just
read.

Hon. Mr. Barversrox: I think we
have very good roasons indeed for pro-
testing sgainst paying the Governor’s
salary. As long as the Imperial Gov-
ernment gee fit to appoint an Officer and
send him here, I think they have a right
to gay him. Then the Colony is paying
a heavy tax, in the shape of reot, to
persons residing in Eogland—a great
deal more than the amount of the
Governor’s salary. Therefore 1 think
we shiould not be called upon to pay

this one. I thiok so because it is upon
this that the conduct of the local Gov-
erument, on what I may call their foreigu
policy, will be tried. It will show how
the affairs of the colony with respect to
the Colonial Office have been conducted.
In discussing this question, it must be
remembered that we have but little
power, and when our success is cou-
sidered, the forces against us should not
be overlooked, It is true we have a no-
minally independent Legislature, butstill
we are under a great and powerful
Country, whose affairs with respect to
the colonies are adwinistered by the
Colonial Miunister, with Parliament at
his back. Thatis what the people of
this Colony have to contend with, The
Colonial Miaister can do what he pleases
as long os he can get Parliament to
gupport him. Comparatively few mem-
bers oi the Dritish Parliament bave ever
travelled amongst ‘hese Colonics, and
they are unacquainted with the politics
of them. Few of them have been|
anxious to satisly themselves, like Mr. |
McGuire, by personal observation of the
difliculties their countrymen have to
encounter in America. They generally
treat coloninl affairs with great io-
difference. DBut perliaps the best course
we can take is toshow that both branches
of the Legislature are uvited upoun this
subject., I observed that his honor ou
my left, (Mr. Beer), who deserves great
credit for his public spirit, in introducing
this subject, called our attention to the
fact that this demand for the Governor's
salary had sprung up since the colony
had declined the favours intended for it
with respect to confederation with
Canada. For a long time they have
been silent upon that subject. It may
be said of us with reference to coufede-
ration ** O no, we never mention her,
her vame is never heard!” That sub-

uection with the Governor's Salary, and
it is rather striking that this demand
should have been made so soon after we
declined to go into confederation. If
we had joined the coufederation, the
Dominion Government would have to

considering the" circumstances, it is un-
{air to attempt to put coercion upon the
people of this colony with regard to this
question. I do not see how they can,
with clean hands, compel us to pay the
Governor's salamy unless they first put
us upon the some footing as the other
colonies. About the time that public
attention was directed to responsible
government, the subject of the Gover-
nor’s salary was fully discussed by Earl

Colonies, in his despatches to Governors

undertoke the payment of its own civil
list, aud pension certain public oflicors,
the Imperial Government would under-
take the payment of the Governor’s
salary. A compact, on that basis, was
accordingly entered into, and the con-
ditions on the part of the Colony have
been fulfilled; therefore I ask if we Lave
oot a right to claim the fulfillment, on
the part of the British Governient, of
its part of the contract ? [t involves a
question of right from which 1 think
they, any more than others, cannot re-
cede. Two years ago this matter was
fully gove into, and the facts of the
case weroe sét forth at great length, Aud
the present Governmeut, while referring
to the address then passed, should set
forth such further facts and circum-
stances as have since occurred and as
the prescut state of the case requires.
The prominent feature of the case is
that we lave uot been placed in the same
position as the other Colovies with re-
spect to the land teoures. The Secre-
tary of State cousidered that the colony
was in a thriving coodition—that its
trade was improving—naund therefore we
could afford to pay our own Governor,
but that is a very futile argument, for
il an individual meets with success, it
is no reason to refuse him justice. If
the nrogress of the Colony was as great
as could be desired, it is no reason that
full justice should not be doue it. And
if that was an argument at the time
the despatch of the Colounial Minister
was written, the contrary state of affairs |
would be an equally strong argument
on the other side now, for your Lonors
are aware that in consequence of the
unusually severe winter,great destitution
exists io the country. Therefore, if the

Island was in a suafficiently prosperous
state then to pay its own Governor, he
should take the opposite view now: I
would bo most reluctant to permit any
British subject to pay taxes, for me,
providing the Imperial Government
would do their proper share, for we
have a right to compensaiics for the loss
of wilderness lands, and it is not too
late to make that compensation now.
It is uever too late to do a Colony or an
individual justice, and if the Governor's
salary were permanently couceded to us,
it would be but poor compensation for the
large sums which are anoually leaviog
the colony in the shape of rent.
