The Carrion Beetles are well rep-
resented. They are sometimes call-
ed “Burying Beetles,” from their
habit of digging the soil from be-
low a dead bird, mouse, or snake,
etc.,, and allowing it to sink into
the earth. The eggs are then de-
posited in the carrion, and, on
hatching, the larvae proceed to
feed on the decaying flesh. We
have Necrophorus orbicollis, N. pus=
tulatus, N. vespilioides, N. margin-
atus, and N. tomentosus: also 8il-
pha surinamensis, 8. novaboracen-
sis, 8. amricana, and a single
specimen sald to be S. lappomica.
It may be remarked that these in-
sects are now in the Laboratory
of Plant Pathology. Charlottetown.

The Short-winged Scavenger
Beetles are: List phus cinzula-
tus, Ccreophilus vi'losus, and Stgph-
ilinug badipes. These, I think are
what the youngsters used to call
“Devil’'s Coach-horces” in the O'd
Country, As there are at least 1.
500 species of such beetles in North
America, it is certain that there are
more than three species here.
