This applies particularly to families 1
with small children—a class which
should, by all civilized standards, be
given priority where housing accom-

modation is concerned. Instead, as
everybody knows who has inquired |
into the matter, children are a draw-
back in obtaining such accommoda-
tion, and the more children a family ‘
has the less likelihood there is of it
getting satisfactorily placed. |
There are exceptions to this rule, |
of course; but for the most part land- |
lords prefer to rent their houses to

| families without children, and often

the first question asked of prospec-
tive tenants is whether they have
any such encumbrances. If they have,
they may find themselves lucky to
obtain even “substandard” quarters
at rentals they can afford to pay.

This is the first thing the pro-
posed housing study conference
should take stock of. It will not be
enough to make a survey of dwellings
unfit for habitation, condemn them
and launch expropriation proceed-
ings with a view to providing more
civie parking sites—as has been sug-
gested—without giving thought to
this graver responsibility. That would
only worsen the situation, and force
greater privations on those who are
already fits victims.

We are planning now for the big
centennial celebrations next year in
Charlottetown. Are we going to
ignore this challenge as we have done
in the past, or are we going to make
a sincere effort to cope with it? We
don’t profess to know how that can
best be done, but we do feel that it
is time for a thorough assessment
of our means of doing it.

Unemployment Fund

1t 18 reassuring to note, on the
authority of Labor Minister Mac-
Eachern, that the unemployment in-
surance fund is starting to replenish
itself. As a result, action is not re-
quired now to ensure that benefit
payments are maintained for jobless
workers.

The fund went into the red in
April and May but started to gain in
June. This normal trend is expected
to continue into the fall, until the
pressure of winter unemployment
begins to drain away the reserve.

Some time ago, a special report
was prepared in which a drastic
overhaul in unemployment insurance
arrangements was proposed. The
Government, Mr. MacEachern inti-
mated, is giving this report consider-
ation. Certainly it is not something
that can be shelved indefinitey.
