Says Canada's Labor Force Not Big Enough

Trades, Labor Congress
Renews Demands For
Health Insurance Plan

WINNIPEG, Aug. 19 — (CP)—
Through Britain's National Health
scheme came in for some criticism
the Trades and Labour Congreass
of Canada, today renewed its de-
mand for a Canadian health in-
surance plan.

The Jargest Canadian labor body
at its annual convention asked the
Federal Government to set up leg-
islation for a Realth scheme on &
contributory basis, declaring labor
men are ready to assume thelr
ufair” share of the cost.

Before adopting that declaration,
the convention heard two former
United Kingdom men say there
have been mistakes in the British
get-up but Canada should study
these and profit from them.

Should Learn Lesson

“canada should learn a lesson
from the ineptitude and bad
method used in the British nation-
al health service,” said William
Lockett, A Toronto aviation me-
chinist who left England 18
months ago.

“Let's dlssociate ourselves from
the idea that a national health
service, which is 8o necessary,
should be run by government,”
Lockett added. “Once the govern-
ment gets its hands on your money,

Robert Holmes, president of the
Winnipeg District Trades and La-
bor Council and another U. K. man
agreed there have been failures in
some aspects of that country’s plan.
But Canada should learn ' lessons
from them, he sald.

Les Hood, of the T. L. C.'s Postal
Employees’ Union in Tornto, said
national health insurance in Can-
ada is belng opposed by big busi-
ness, doctors and insurance com-
panies with “vested interests.”

“The British have proven that
objections to the idea don't hold
water,” he said.

No Specific Proposals

In the statement adopted today,
the 502,000-member T. L. C. did
not spell out specifically its pro-
posals for. health insurance. It
simply adopted a report from its
legislative committee urging con-
tinuance of the congress execu-
tive's efforts to get the Federal
Government to lay the groundwork
for a plan.

Will Not Cover
Needs Of Defence
And Industry

WINNTPEG, Aug, 19 — (CP) —
Labor Minister Gregg sald today
Canada’s 5,000,000-man labor force
is not Big enough to meet both the
needs of her big defence program
and her vast industrial expansion.
He appealed to labor to help build
it up.

In an address prepared for de-
livery to the annual convention of
the Trades and Labor Congress of
Canada, he sald industrial expan-
sion is competing in manpower
with “a defence program which we
simply cannot afford to reduce
until our rearmament drive levels
off to a ‘care and maintenance’ ba-
sis.

“And that time is not yet It is
not expected that Canada will reap
the rewards of the strain our econ-
omy is undergoing until 1954 or
1955. In the meantime, it is a hard
pull.”

Pian Patient
Wait For U. S.
To Lift Embargo

OTTAWA, Aug. 19 —(CP)— The
Canadian Government today plan-
ned a quiet, patient wait for the
United States to remove its six-
month embargo on Canadian live-
stock and meats,

With  foot-and-mouth disease
eliminated, the government offic-
ially declared Canada free of the
tenacious virus and immediately
informed U. S. authorities. .

“But we don't plan to bring any
pressure on them to remove the
embargo,” an official sald. “We
know the U. S. Government will
consider the matter carefully and
reasonably and act as quickly as
possible.”

Canada appeared to be in for a
long wait. A Washington dispatch
quoted acting chief S. O. Fladness
of the Agriculture Department's
Bureau of Animal Industry as say-

ing the U. S. will take no imme-
diate action,
“We want to make sure,” sald

Mr. Fladness, “that all danger of
infecting our livestock' industry is
over, We are sure the Canadian
Government understands our po-
aition.”

The American fear, as far as it
could he ascertained here, is that
the virus may still be lurking in
soine Canadian food locker, Until
that fear is dispelled, it appeared
that the embargo will remain in-
tact.

FREDERICTON, Aug. 19 —(CP)
— Flying Officer Willlam McAl-
pine Moore, son of W. A. Moore,
Deputy Minister of Industry and
Development of New Brunswick,
was killed -in a car crash about
two miles from here today.

The 22-year-old jet pilot's body
was found in muddy water in the
bottom of an eight-foot ditch, pin-
ned down by the twisted wreck-
age of a car.

Two companions, Gerald Suth-
erland and Frank Prime, were
found unconscious about 20 feet
away. Prime suffered a fractured
left leg and shock. Sutherland,
driver of the car, received body
lacerations and severe shock.

Moore, on three week's embark-
ation leave from 421 Jet Squad-
ron, R.C.A.F,, St. Hubert, Que., and
scheduled to leave Monday for
N.A.T.O.' forces at Metz, France,
was asleep in the back seat. The
car apparently left the main road,
crashed into the ditch and plowed

Four Youths

ATHERLEY, Ont, Aug. 10—(CP)
Four Toronto youths were rescued
today after surviving 20 hours in
the chilling waters of Lake Simcoe,
40 miles north of Toronto.

The four friends were spilled in-
to the lake last night when their
speedboats collided head-on at 35
miles an hour. All four were ex-
hausted when brought ashore. On-
ly one of the four, Jack Graham,
21, was detalned in hospital. His
prother, Bill, 19, Mike Cox, 22. and
Don Duggan, 17, were released fol-
lowing treatment,

The boys said the two boats were
“horsing around” when they lost
sight of each other and their crafts
crashed together in the mist on the
lake.

The Graham boat was smashed
in two and sank quickly, while
Cox's craft was left with a gaping
hole ip the bow and began to ship
water. Cox and Bill Graham went
