“The New Brunswick farmer says
emphatically it does pot pay to 1aise wheat.
At least statistics reveal the fact that he
grows much less than he did forty or fift~
vears ago. The island fsrmer says per-
haps just as emphatically that the opposite
i the case. Perhaps there never was a
ume when this province rai-ed more
wheat in comparison to the farming popu-
latiou thau is grown today. Almost with-
@ut exception every farmer makes bis own
bread, buying ahsolutely none of the im-
ported article, while hundreds of farmers
either sell wheat or flour after making

provision for home  use. The
professional and working clas-es
who live io the towns and eities, it ia sare
€0 say use more domestic floug than aoy
other kind, and it is sail large quantities
<f island flour are exported. The wheat
drarvesting in the autnmn, while it may

wot rival the west, it certainly suggests it.
Yoreover, the flour as a rule, is of excel-
feot quality. In the yearand & half in
which I bave lived here, I have used
a!most no other kind, as I prefarred not
only the price, but the quality of the
dour.” .

—Advices from Manitoba etate that
1,370,735 acres have beea ploughed and
prepared in that Province for the crop of
next year, an iocrease of 400,000 over

those prepared for the crop of 1897,
About 935,300 have been expended in
new farm buildings. The total yield of
wheat this year was 108,261,950 bushels
or 14.14 to the acre. The total grain crop
wos 32,404,625 bushels. Not Joug ago
Manitoba had to import large quantities
of meats for its own cousumpiion, but
now the tables are turnmed. This vyear
34,500 beef cattle were exported, 16,500 of
which went ta the  States as stockers.
There were raised 37,500 hogs, 12,500 be-
ing exported, and 25,000 deaslt with by
Winnipeg packers, who will increase their
i eapacity by 100 per cent. by next April.
The province is forging ahead, and has
never been so prosperous.
