Cross Crippled Children's Work,
who accompanied the tiny baby
to Montreal. It is to be hoped
that it will be possible for spec-
ialists in this line of work to
operate on this child immediately
and restore the baby to as nearly
normal as possible.

This case is just typical of the
many who are continually under
treatment through the Junior Red
Cross Handicapped Children’s
Fund which handled 408 cases for
different kinds of treatment dur-
ing the past year. Many were
treated locally while others had
fo be sent to Halifax or Montreal.
While funds for the actual treat-
ment of these children are pro-
vid by the Junior Red Cross, and
the Rotary Club of Charlottetown
with the assistance of the Mas-
ons of Montague, the administra-
tion costs of this Department
must be met from the campaign
