According to the current issue of ihe Com-
mercial Intelligence Journal, there was an in-
srease of 12.1 per cent in our export trade to
Japan for the first three months of 1939 over
the corresponding period last year. Ores and
metals make up the bulk of this trade but, ac-
~ording to the publication cited, it is not possible I'
to review at length or in a comprehensive man-
ner the import trade from Canada as the statis-
tics covering these materials are not now issucd
in Japan. Consequently Canada’s position as a
supplier of such items as nickel, lead, aluminium,
zine, copper and asbesios in relation to other
supplying countries cannot be shown.

There is, however, a very significant state-
ment in the Trade Sccretary’s report. We
quote: “The policy of the Japanese Govern-
ment is, speaking generally, to permit the im-
poraation of those goods which are classed as
essential for important industries and raw mat-
erials for export goods. This policy is based on
the necessity to conserve so far as possible for-
eign exchange, and it must be anticipated that
importg will be rigidly cpmro]led by ineans of
the import control legislation or the Foreign Ex-
change Control Law, at least until the conclus-
jon of hostilities in China. Conscquently Can-
adian exporters of goads which do not come into
the class of essential and urgently needed com-
modities may expect little if any business in the
meantime.” )

Better Opportunities In Canada

Young doctors and other graduates in the
professions receiving their degrecs this summer
have the assurance of the education branch, Dn-
minion Bureau of Statistics, that there is no
foundation for the beiief that universities are
turning out too many professional men and wo-
men. In its biennial survey of higher eduza-
tion, in which records of 17 years since 1920
were analysed, it was found that “the tendency
of post-war years and even longer has been to-
wards a reduction in the proportion of doctors,
lawyers and clergymen in the Canadian popula-
tion.” Referring to the opinion that many Can-
adian medical graduates go to the United States
the survey states. “In 1931 there were only 708
persons per doctor as compared with 1,034 now
in Canada. Potential clientele is larger here
and one would expect it would be easier for the
young doctor to establish himself here. .In Can-
adian cities of more than 30,000 population there
is one doctor for every 644 people; outside the
cities only one for 1,350.”
