Was Prince - Edward Island Dis-
covered by the Portuguese ?

Rev. Dr. Patterson, of Pictou, N. 8.,
known in this Province both as a divine
anud antiquarian, has been good enough
“to send to our literary editor copy of a
' paper of the highest value in geographi
research, read by him before the Royal
Society of Canada, of which he has been
el cted Fellow in the section of Science.
The paper has been published in the
Transactions of the Society, and issued
separately; but we do not know that it is
on sale. Dr. Petterson breaks new
ground, or ground at least that has been
but little explored.

Our school books tell us that the island
now called Prince Edward was discovered
by John Cab.t, on St. John's Day, A D.
1495, and from that circamstance wxs
named by him Island «f St. Jean, or St.
John. Thisis one of those fictions that
d> nobody any harm; but, assuming as
true that Cabot was the first European
who saw our shore a careful tracing of
his voyage shows that he could not have
seen it on St. John's Day. Dr. Paver-
son's paper has refervnce to Nova Secotia
and N‘:wfom.-dland; but it leads circum-
stantial evidence that P. E. Is'aud had
been seen by the Portuguese ships long
before Henry VIII's. Venstian mariner
of Bristol put it down in his log as a new
land discovered. '

The pricise date at which Eurvpean
cod and whale fishers began to frequent
the banks of Newfoundland cannot with
certainty be shown unless some lost docu-
ment turns up in some forg.tten archive-
chest, but we caunct bs far wrong In
assigning it to soon after John Corter-
eale’s voyage «f diec.ve:y in 1463. .

A sail of an
hour or two would have brought them iu
sight of the green forests and red beach
of King's County Probably they did not
know this was an Island any more than
Cartier did, but they, no douabt, saw it
all the same. No Portuguese name, that
we remember, attaches to any place in
this Province, although the probabilities
are that these whale fishers in search of
oil did not overlook the abundance of
walrus (sea cow) to bs found on our
north shore. It does not follow that
these adveuturers made their discoveries
public. Ou the contrary the adventur-
ous fishermen carefully concealed their
knowledge from the mop-makers, and
80 jealous were the authorities of infor-
mation transpiring that to take maps
of new discoveries out of the country
was a crime punishable with death.
Later thog ‘ponct-nced much farther
up the Gulf and nemed the large
island they found D’anta Costa, now
Anticosti. It looks as if Captain Cabet
must stand down.
Now we think that Dr. Patterson has
made out a plausible case. In default of
more definite data we can go no farther
than that the Portuguese, and neither
the French nor Cabot were the earliest
explorers of these North American waters.
In brief, Dr. Paterson’s paper is a valu-
able contribution to the transactions and
deserving of the attention of geographers.
