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LOUIS_RETAINS TITLE WITH

Challenger Puts Up Stiff

Battle Before

Dramatic Ending Of Scrap

Sudden And

BRIGGS STADIUM, De-
troit, Sept. 20—After chas-
ing Bob Pastor around 30
minutes and getting no-
where, Joe Louis knocked
out the former New York
collegian in 38 seconds of
the 11th round tonight to
retain  his world’s heavy-
weight boxing championship.
Louis weighed 200 pounds:
Pastor 183.

After flooring Pastor four
times in the first round and
once in the second, Louis/
couldn’t do a thing with the
back pedalling husky until
his left shot out with sud-|
den fury in the 11th. Pastor
dropped, managed to raise
himself to his knees but
could not get to his feet
before referee Sam Hen- |
nessey counted the full 10.
A crowd estimated at 40,000 con-
tributed to a gross gate of around
$400000 to see Louls successfully
defend the title for the elghth time
since he won it from Jim Brad-
dock in 1937
Pastor, after his weak start
mme on in the eighth, ninth and
j0th, and once, in the elghth, had
the Brown Bomber befuddled with
1 two-handed sally.

Louls seemed minus just about

all of the fire and fury that has
chopped down his most recent op-

ponents mercllessly, but he  still

packed dynamite in his fists,
Louis’ Right Hand

1t was Louls’ right hand that

had Pastor on the floor four times
in the first round and again in
he second the former New York
University footballer was on the
verge of annihilation.

On two other occasions Bob was
badlv hurt. Yet each time the
knockout spark was lacking in
Louls. Joe was slow to take ad-
vantage of the ovportunities and
scemed unable to hox with the
boy who came un off the floor, de-
fended beautifully, and even came
back to carry the fight to the
thamplon in the later heats,

Pastor tried, however, and that
In the end cost him the ficht fust
past the midway mark of the first
scheduled  20-round = heavyweight
title fight in a quarter century.
Less than half a minute after the
11ith round got under way, Louls
suddenly leaped in and fired a
short right and Pastor went down.

He rose to his knees at the count
of four, but couldn't go any far-
ther. There he huddled, head hang-
Ing and blood dnipping from a cut
over his left eye, as the referee
tounted .

Tn his dressing room later Pas-
for said he “didn't see the punch
coming””

Eye Full Of Blood

“Mv eve was full of blood.” he
explained, “and T was blinded. The
mnch paralvzed me and T didn’t

ow anything until I heard the
referee count nine.”

With this bout past, Louls looks
forward to a return match next
summer with Tonv  (ialento, who
rave him a lot of trouble for three
rounds last June. Promo‘er Jacobs
tdicated he mav give Pastor an-
other crack at the ~hampion, after
Bob fichts once or twice more, and
Immediatelv Jimmv J~hreton. Pas-
tor's manager, asked for Galento.

Pastor landed a light left to the
nose as he triedto felnt Louis open.

They exchanged straight lefts to
the face as Pastor backed away. A
short left caught Bob on the cheek
and they exchanged lefts. A left
had Pastor hanging on temporairly.
Pastor caught Louis flush on the
chin with a long overhand right.
A short right sent Pastor into the
ropes.
