T he Great Strike.

LoNpoN, Aug. 28.

Strikers to the number of 150,000 have
reported to the officials of the Commercial
Dock Company that they are willing to
effect a settlement of the difficulties, and a
feeling of increased hopefulness prevails.

any coal heavers are returning to work
at advanced wages, which was violently op-
posed by the strikers. A mob of howling
strikers numbering several thousands, at-
tacked coal vans leaving the yard under
police escort, and compelled the drivers to
return. Street traffic is almost entirely
confined to omnibuses and cabs. The pub-
lic sentiment is growing in favor of the
abolition of private dock companies, and
,;}hncing the docks under municipal control.

e price of provisions is rising, and the
inability to discharge vessels freighted with
perishable cargoes 1s causing much discom-
fort. The employers had it planned to im-
port 4,000 Belgians to take the places of
the strikers, but the move was frustrated
{ by the strikers, who telegraphed to the
Belgian Workingman's Union. The various
ports of the metropolitan district are crowd-
ed with vessels bound for London, detained
pending a settlement of the strike. A
monster procession left the West India
docks this afternoon. It was swelled as it
progressed by contingents of iron-workers,
carters and cutlers from Milwall. The
dock companies show signs of yielding.
They have referred the question to a com-
mittee composed of officials of the compan-
ies and delegates from the strikers Sever-
al ships laden with sugar are lying in the
Thames unable to unload. All the sugar
cargues at Greenock were bought today in
fifteen minutes at an advance of six pence
on previous prices, and sent by train to
London.

In the French Schools:

Orrawa, Aug. 28,

The report of the commissioners appoint-
ed by the Provincial Government to report
upon the condition of the schools in the
French districts in Ontario is published.
The commissioners found that in over fifty
schools unautherized text bovks were
used, religious instruction was imparted
during school hours and that some of the
text books used are objectionable.
The commissioners recommend that teach-
ers competent to teach French and English
be engaged ; that a training school for
French teachers be established ; that a
series of bilingual readers be printed ; that
the use of unauthorized text books be pro-
hibited and that religious instruction be
only allowed after school hours.
