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INTERPRETING THE ADVERS-
ARYS'S PLAY

It is a defender's duty, of course,
to try to figure out why a sound
declarer did or did not do this or
that, and to conduct the defense
accordingly. Sometimes, however,
this is a difficult process. Consider
the following hand, which occurred
in duplicate match.

South dealer.
Neither side vulnerable,
Match-point duplicate.
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This was the bidding at many
of the tables:

South West North ¥asc
1¢ Dble. 4¢ 44
5¢ Dble. Pass Pass
Pass

In at least one case, West opened
his singleton trump. South studied
the dummy, then he put up the
diamond queen and immedlately
led and passed the club queen. West
won and now decided to lay down
the spade ace. East did his best to
steer the defense by playing his
lowest spade, but West was not to
be deterred — he continued witn
the spade jack. This gave South the
opportunity to ruff, draw East's
trump jack, and then establish his
own fifth club for a heart discard
from dummy. Consequently, this
South went down only one trick,
and the 100-point penalty he paid
gave him top- score on the board.

In the postmorten, West sald that
he could not believe South had laid
himself open to a 500- point penalty
by leaving a trump at large and
risking a' club ruff, when South
should have seen claerly tnat even
a 300-point penalty ould give him
a very good score on the board,
since East-West could obviously
make at least four spades or hearts.

South, however, had his own
ideas on this subject. He pointed
ourt that the immediate club finesse
could not possibly cost anything
unless one defender had a singleton
in the suit; and against this was
the fact that if he drew all the
trumps immediately, then took the
club finesse, it might be East rather
than West who had only one trump,
and East might be“able to signal
in hearts, thus clarifyilng the
defense.
