However, manufacturers are try-
ing to see what they can do by
the use of other fibres, such as
rayon and nylon, b

A group of Tcronto clothing men
and writers were shown through
the huge plant of Dominion Wool-
lens and Worsteds, Ltd. at Hespel-
er, Ont, Wednesday, partially to
see cloth being made frcm the raw
material to the finished product,
and partially to see the experiments
belgg carried on. 2

Seeing cloth made 1s something
in itsef, It's the loom and spinning
wheel on a gigantic scale and ad-
apted to almost-human machines
It seems almcst miraculous to see
the flimsy, fluffy wool, rayon or
other fibres processed until they
end up as dprnble and fashionab'e
materials,

One new fibre which intrigued
us is vicara — made from corn —
and concelvably you can do two!
things with it:

You can make  yourself some
cloth; or you can add beefsteak
flavoring’ and make a ‘“steak.” In
other words, ycu can wear it or
eat it,

However, it's & relatively-new de-
velopment and not much is being
done with it yet, despite its ver-
satility, b

scarcity is that the low prices of

the '30s discouraged sheep raising.

However, there has been consid-
erable success in mixing other fib-
res with it. At Hespeler we saw
cloths blended half from wool and
half from rayon which apparently
the experts couldn't tell frcm all-
wool. - We were told that about
the only remaining trouble with
these blends is that wrinkles don't
oh-ic out of them as easily as from
woc

Incidentally, a manufacturer says
the change in the value of the
Canadian dollar will have virtually
no effect on the price of clothes
in Canada. The amount of saving
on - imperted . wool would be only
about 50 cents on a suit, and, in
the meantime, prices of other mat-
erials, such as linings, have risen.
