LA JOLLA, Calif, (AP) — Two
professors met on the sidewalk
at midday, chatted awhile, then
moved on.

After a few paces one of them
stopped and called to the other:

“Say, John, which way was I
going?”’

The other smiled and pointed:
“That way, Harold."

“Good,”” said Harold. ‘“Then
I've had lunch."”

This is one of the many ab-
sent-minded professor stories told
about Dr. Harold C. Urey, Nobel
prize winner in chemistry and
one of the outstanding scientists
of this century.

Urey recently joined the fac-
ulty of the University of Calif-
ornia’'s Scripps Institution of
Oceanography here to continue
his study of the origin of the
solar system.
