West cashed the king,
felling the jack, and then took
the ten, but that was the end of
the defense and South made
three notrump.

Obviously, East - West could
have done better, since they
could have taken five spade
tricks instead of four if the suit
had not gotten blocked. If West
had won the spade at trick two
with the ten instead of the"
eight, East would have been
able to overtake the eight later
on to defeat the contract a
trick.

West's mistake was a natural
one, since most players tend to
win' tricks as_cheaply as pos-
sible, and probably would have
been made by many players.

The error would not have
been made, however, if West
had given more consideration to
the defense_of the hand as a
whole. He should have realized,
as soon as dummy came down,
that there was no hope of de-
feating the contract unless his
side could run five spade tricks
at_once.

Dummy had eight solid tricks
In sight and it was practically
certain that declarer had the
ace of clubs for a ninth trick.
South could scarcely have bid
one notrump, lacking the ace of
clu

This point of view—that the
cause was lost unless five spade
tricks could be taken at once—

West should
automatically have ™ credited
East with five spades. Once his
thoughts were channeled prop-
erly, winning the seven with the
ten would have been a reflex
action to cover the possibility
of the suit being blocked.
