Frenchtrade returns show an increase
| both ia exports and imports for the months
| lately closed. France isin theawim with
| Great Britain, Canada and the other Jead-
ing commercial countries.

According to the official returns, the
French customs receipts for the first four
months of 1896 show increases of imports
to the amount of 167,000,000 francs, and
exports to the sumof 83,000,000 france, as
compared with the same period of 1895.

Businesa men in the United States are
now in fear of the eff-ct on their affaires of
the money planks adopted by the party
National Conventions which meet within
the next two months. At the time of the
last Presidential election, the commercial
interests were worried over the prospective
changes of the tariff. I)!-informed theorists
in politics seem to be a menace to business
everywhere. Our Liberals are exhibiting
the fact to Canada just now,

A despatch from Havana to Imparchial
says the government troops in Cuba are
being reorganized, but pene of them can
be spared to conduct operations against
the rebels in the interior of the Province
of Pinar del Rio, because of the risk the
towns will be in of being burned by the in-
surgents if the garrison is withdrawn.
Twenty additional battalions of reinforce-
ments for the Spania-ds are urgently need-
ed. The despatch further says the volun-
teers now in the field are absolutely use-
less. The fact that many expeditions in
aid of the Cubans were successful in land-
ing in Cuba during April is suppressed by
the government. "rhe inturgents are weil
supplied with munitions of war. In the
recent interv.ew with a press representa-
tive the despatch adds, Captain General
Weyler was very reserved in his exprer-
sions. From wha: he did say the reporter
gathered he regretted he had not shot the
competitor prisooers, especially the
Cubans, for indulging in derisive rem irks

in the presence of the court before which
they were arraigned.
