“Service to blind Canadians i5
an investment in the human re-
sources of our Couniry”, sald Mr.
W. G. Foster, Chairman of the
Prince Edward Island Advisory
Board to the Canadian National
Institute for the Blind, today. The
Advisory Board is opening the
present campaign in Prince Ed-
ward Island on October 22nd to
raise the funds needed by the C.N.
I. B. to continue its service to the
blind people of this district.

“It is only because the people
of this Island believe in the C. N.
I B. and want to share its work
by their generous donations, that
the Institute is able to help those

who lose their sight to bulld a
worthwhile future in spite of
their blindngss,” Mr. Foster as-
serted.

He explained that through the
C. N. I. B. hundreds of sightless
people in Canada are enabled to
assume the normal responsibilities
of citizenship and to take thewr
place in the home and ccenmunity
“Employers have found that a
blind worker in a factory is an
asset, not a liability. They are l8ss
easily distracted which results in
more careful work and high pro-
duction rate. Most blind workers
value their jobs and their spirit of
good will and co-operation im-
proves the morale of their sighted
co-workers."”

The employment. and Placemen®
Department ofthe C. N 1. B., which
is staffed by blind men, surveys
industry for jobs in which sight
is not necessary, then with the co-
operation of the employer trains
the worker for the job. After the
placement has bein made, the
C. N. I. B representative keeps in
touch both with the worker and
his employer to see that he is
making satisfactory progress.
“There are blind men and women
in industrial jobs in the Maritime
Provinces today who, without the
guidance and (raining given by
the C. N. I. B., might well be des-
titute and hopeless. The Institute
has made it possible for them to
fulfill their native ability,” con-
cluded Mr. Foster.
