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When the weather becomes
warm and fine, ‘and the glory of
spring 1s resplendent everywhere,
and the heart seems to fill with
the joy and grandeur of new life,
there is a comment one often
hears, or even which one himself
makes. “This is a beautifhl coun-
try; it's great to be a Canadian.”
There is mich more behind the
remark than merely the' content.
ment of a pleasant countryside or
a fresh warm day, The sentence
vibrates with  overtones of what
s deepest and of greatest value
in Canadian life: peace, freedom,
happiness, And there wells up in
the heart a national pride which
is both reverent and justitied,

One need not look far, nor for
any great-length of time, to find
abundant and convincing evidence
to support his pride in Canada,
leaving aside consideration of her
natural beauty and attractiveness,
so rich in {its variety, so magnif-
icent in its extent, we observe how
the swift progress of Canada’s
coming of age amazes the world,
In our own time, and even as
we watch, we see our nation ris.
ing to a position of enviable prom.
inence among the nations. This
rise is evident in the internal de-
velopment on so vast a scale, as
well as In external relations where
Canada’s position is that of a
nation of first Importance,

“With glowing hearts we

thee rise,

The true no:th'llr.onx and free."

There Is a famous sentence in
Milton: “Methinks I see in my
mind a noble and puissant nation,
rousing herself like a strong man
after sleep, shaking his invincible
locks; methinks I see her as an
eagle renewing her mighty youth,
and kindling her undazzled eyes
at the full midday beam . . .”
(Areopagitica).

If Milton were living now, I'm
sure he’ would apply these words
to our own -nation. We must not,
of course, lose sight of the fact
that it is God who is the source
of the present prosperity, and that
it is under the smile of His
countenance that our country is
blessed. At the same time, it is
only to recognize the goodness of
God to recognize and acknowledge
our national greatness,

These observations, it seems to
me, should elicit some very sober-
ing conclusions. To live at a time
when a nation is rising to.great-
ness is to carry a responsibility.
The people of this nation at this
time hold an extremely strategic
position in regard to the future,
They may plan wisely. and ac-
cording to God's laws,.and there-
by make this land truly great, a
land which will radiate a benev-
olent light over the whole world.
Or they may be selfishly short-
sighted, and exploit resources for
their own benefit, to the ruin of
the country, and to the loss of
mankind, What we have of good
In Canada is the result of wisdom
and foresight on the part of our
ancestors. The Fathers of Con-
federation were men of vision.

There are no rights  without
corresponding dutles. Our peace,
freedom and prosperity can be
safe-guarded only by careful at-
tention to the duties they entail,
What are these duties? The wor-
ship of God, first of all, and the
creful observance of His com-
mandments,. We cannot expect to
live and flougsh if we are cut off
from the source of all we have
and are, There can be no ques-
tion or compromise here: God is
fiest, God ‘must be_ served. This
Is patriotism at its, deepest and
truest,

The strength of a nation is di-
rectly proportionate -to the stabil-
ity of its family life, . Here 1s an-
other of qur dutles: to safeguard
the Integrity of the family at all
costs. There are some cancerous
growths feeding on this most

long survive undermining so ser-
fous as this. We should be fear-
ful lest future generations sy of
our country what was said of an-
other country in the sixteenth cen-
tury: < “An elephant with the
heart of a chicken”

There iy a tendency when a ma-
tion 1s young and rich to exploit
resources for selfish ends without
regard to consequences, and with-
out thought for future generations.
Perhaps the vastness of this coun-

try and the comparative sl
with which it has been opened up
have saved us from serious error
in this regard. The temptation,
however, Is ever present, and true
love of country will forbid seltish
exploitation,

triotism will see .in the laws
of the land the guarantee of free-
dom and of internal peace, It will
breed respect for these laws, We
have reason to be extremely
grateful to the Mother Country
which has given us a tradition of
law and a political wisdom far
beyond. our years. The history of
many of the European nations
should be a constant reminder to
Canadians of the boon of a stable,
democratic government. It is al-
ways easy to find a vulnerable
spot for a dart of criticism, but
we should be deeply grateful for
a system of government which
other natlons would give mugh to
have.

These then are the duties of
patriotism, the proof of true love
of country: the worship ot God,
safeguarding of family life, care-
ful and unselfish development of
resources, and respect for.law. By
devoting ourselves to these we not
only ensure the growth of Can-
ada, but we make a contribution
of great Value to the whole world.
Let our national pride be not
merely the selfish thrill of llvlng
in “a noble and puissant nation.
True love of Canada will direct
its gaze to God, to the good of
our countrymen, and to the good
of all mankind.

The Arctic waters contain as
much sea food per cublc foot as
do the waters in any other part
of the world,

The Arctic does not have the
heavy snow fall or low temper-
atures generally attributed to it.

A truckload of watermelons
made a Canadian Northland Va-
cation last year for an Arizona
couple who always wanted to see
Canada's back door. hen the
melons were ready the couple
loaded eleven tons of the fruit on
a trailer and were off. They
had no trouble getting rid of
their load at a fancy price, and
their profits covered the cost of
the trip. Next year, says the
couple, “We are taking a load of
melons to Central America as we
want to see that part of the con-

Augustine sought the world ear-
ly, and went to Carthage which
was as wicked as.Rome, At eigh-
teen years of age he was the
father of an illegitimate child and
later when due to his mother's
prayers he was converted, he and
this youth, named Aedodatus were
baptized at the same time.

Augustine knew that he was llv-
ing in sin but when he prayed to |
God for, forgiveness he would add,
not yet/ Lord; but one day in a
garden he heard voices like that
of a boy or girl singing words
like tolle, lege, tolle, lege —
take and read, take and read. He
looked at the Bible which was
open at Romans 13: 13, 14, He felt
that God had spoken, and that his
8ins of the flesh were rebuked here.

He was a brand plucked out of
the burning and he woed most of
all under God to his saintly mother.
He wrote many books, probably
the greatest being the City of
God. He died at the age of 76
and his devoted mother at the
age of 56. Undoubtedly he was
one of the greatest men that ever
lived and he left his mark deep
