the Turkish officials. It is not yet known
whether the Turkish Government has
decided to follow either ot the courses sug-
gested by the Governor.

tofdesis: by some school boys, who pulled
him off and saved Fraser further punish-
ment. The face of the latter is much dis-
figured, two black eyes and a torn mouth
figuring conspicuously. Heat once laid «
complaint, and the case will bo thoroughly
ventilated in the police‘court. Mr. Paure,
whois a well known citizen of Berlin,
claims that his daughter has black and blue
stripes as a result of the whipping ad-
minis'ered by the teacher.
