Appeuls are ullowed in cortain cases, provided
tho ground of appeal turns exclusively on ques-
tions of law,as e gra., in all cases where no
judgment can be given in consequence of a
‘disagreement of opinion between the judges of
the court below ; in all cases of rules to enter
a verdiet of non-suit on a point reserved, or for
a new trial. If tho rule to show cause be
refused, or discharged, or made absolute, pro-
vided one of the juﬁgu dissent ; in all cases of
rocoeding by mandamus, of quo warranto ot scirc
facias, to repeal a patent, or charter, or infor-
mation by the Attorney-General, or Advocate-
Genoral, or writ of intrusion, or other prero-
gative writ or where the matter relates to the
$iking or demanding of any duty payable to the
Queen, or to any fee of office, or annual rent;
and, lastly, in all cases of indictment or crimi-
nal ‘information for a misdemeanor whero the
solo ground of appeal shall be error manifest
on ths record. Notice of such appeal must be
given within 14 days of the decision complained
of, and security ®o the amount of £3500 be
iven by the appellant for the prosecution of
the appeal. Clause 8 enacts, that when and so
often as the Legislature of any colony passes
any laws for _the simplification, facilitation, or
expediting of appeals, the Privy Council may
adopt such rules and orders, from time to time
as they shall in their discretion thivk fit for
giving " effect to such enactments; provided
always, that nothingin the act contained shall
be eonstrued to abridge the right of her Ma-
jesty to adwit any appeal from a person
aggrieved by the judzment of any court. J
