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Dowey’s Execution.

The execution of the unfortunate man
George Dowey, for murder, tovok place
in Charlottetown, on Pownal Square, on
Tuesday last, at 2 o'clock. The criminal
was brought on the platform a little after
one o'clock. He bowed before the large
crowd who had asssembled to witness
the drecadful scene, and spoke for about
o half an'hour. He confessed the deed,
but declared it was the only murder he
ever committed. After he ceased speak-
ing the rope was adjusted and the drop
fell. - The rope gave way and the unfor-
tunate man fell to the ground. He was
taken up ina state of inscnsibility and
carried into the jail, where he was kept
for some time and then was again brought
on the platform carried in a chair. The
rope the second time gave way, this time
hauling out from the top of the gallows,
and Dowey again fell to the ground. He
was dead this time from the fall he re-
ccived. The body was then pulled up
and left hanging for some time, after
which he was Jowered into his coffin and
taken away. When he fell the second
time, a crowd rushed forward to rescue
him, but were driven back by the Volun-
teers who formed a guard, Thus ended
the mortal career of George Dowey. The
sight of-a fellow mortal being thus so in-
humanly launched into eternity must have
been awful to witness. In our next we
will give his last address to the crowd.

Most of people think he
will make a pile of money with him, Welope
he may, but he cannot very well do this with-
out enriching others also. A very large price
of late has been obtained for horses from Am-
cricans and others who have come nll the way
to the Island to purchase, and therefore our
farmers should turn their attention to this
important branch of their business—raising
good stock. Itis a penny-wise but pound-
foolish policy for a man to raise a horse that
will only bring him ten or fifteen pounds,
when, for a trifle more, he might have raised
one worth forty or fifty pounds, Let all the
miserable scrubs now truveling through the
country be cried down, and a license be
granted to such horses only as will bear in-
spection, The Government itself would make
money out of this transaction. If this was
done, then we should have many such fine

with four hundred seamen from the Flagship,
to Swatow. to redress the unprovoked out-
rage on the English flag.
