But
We, us speculative masons, use it for
more noble purpose. Dy the whiteness of
its color, and the innecence of the animal
[rom which it is obtained, we are admon-
i=hed to preserve that blameless purity of
life and conduct which will wlone enablo
us herealter to present onrselves before
the Grand Master of the Universe, ungtain-
ed with sin and unsullied with vice,

Investiture constituted animpertant part
of the Ancient Mysteries; und as tho whito
apron is the investiture of masonry, we
find something resembling it in all the pas=
gan 1ites, The Lssenians clothed theit
candidate with a white robe, reaching to
the ground, and bordered with a fringe ol
blue riband, as an emblem ol holiness, 1n
the mysteries of Greeee the garment of
initiation was also white, because, says
Cicern, white is a color most aceeptable to
the rods. This robe was considered sacred,
and never taken off by the possessor uatil
worn to rags.  In Persia, in the wmysteries
of Mithras, the robes of investiture werd
the Girdle, on which were depicted tho
signs of the Zodine the Tiavay the White
Apron; and the Parple Tunie. In the
mystevies of Hindostun, the aspirant wus
presented with a consecrated Hash, con-
sisting ol a cord of nine threads, which wus
worn from the left shoulder to the right
side,  An apron, composed of the three
masonie colours—blue, purple and scuars
‘lot—was worn by the Jewish priesthood;
and the prophets, on all oceasions, wheu
ahout to perform any solemn duty, invest-
ed themselves with a givdle or apron,
Lastly,all the ancient stataes of the heathen
rods, which have been discovered in
Greeee, Asia, or Ameriea, are decorated
with superb aprons.  Wo hence deduve
the antiquity and honotr of this important
part of 1 Freemason’s vestments, and sub-
stantinte the correctness oi onr claim, that
it is ** more aneient than the Golden Fleeco
or Rom n Bagle, and more honorable thun
the Star and Gavter.”

The masonie apron is a pure white lnmb-
skin, from fourteen tosiateen inches wide.
