Allied officials confirm that al-
though there is no ratioding in
West Germany, a large part of
the population cannot afford a

really adequate diet.

Total food consumption in West
Germany averages 2,790 calories &
person a day, or about 94 per
cent of the pre-war consumption.

After taxes and other dues
have heen paid the average yearly
income is 1227 marks (about
$285) a person, compared with an
equivalent of 1663 marks (§394)

in France and $465 in Britain.
Before the war, the survey said
German meat consumption was
ahbout 112 pounds a year per per-
son. Today the figure is only
ahout 69 pounds compared with
121 pounds in rationed Britain.
West Germany produces about
30 per cent of her total food
