WRECK OF THE POWHATTAN.
The Powhaus, a. Ballmore ship, about 15
old, left Havee for New Y ¢ of

In
a fow moments all disappeared beueath the
surface of the water, except a fow fragments of
the wreck. Nothing remained to mark the spot
where the ill-fated ship had gone ashore except
sarging waves boating upon a fragment of the
hull which lay upon the beach. Al had sunk—
captain, officers, crew, and passengers : of 250
persons not a soul was left 10 tell the tale. No
