The death of Mr. Leonard Wood
»f Southport at the advanmced age
of 92 years, brought to a close a
life of fine service fo his com-
munity and the Province at lafge,
sr. Wood spent all his life among
pis own people near the old home
at Mt. Herbert in which he was
porn almost a century ago. He
was the son of Robert and Marg-
arel Wood who operated a produc-
tive farm in that area, and Leon-
ard, brought up in the tradition
of progressive agriculture, follow=-
ed in the footsteps of his father,
and became one of the outstand-
ing livestock and farm crop pro-
ducers in- this fine farming dis.
trict,. His death on Saturday clos-
ed an agricultural career that ex-
tended over three quarters of a
century.

Farly in life, at sixteen years
of age, +he represented his father
at Sydney and Halifax in market-
ing farm products. After his mar-
riage, at the age of 24, to Miss
Jessie Stewart of Mt. Albion, he
launched out on his own initiative
in the farm produce business. In
the succeeding years he shipped by
vessel, steamer and rail, and be-
came one of our chief éxporters
of farm produce in the Charlotte-
town area.

MOVED TO SOUTHPORT

Forty years ago Mr. Wood trans-
ferred his valuable farm property
at Mt. Herbert to his son Walter,
and moved to the Dr. Dewar resi-
dence at Southport, from where he
continued to conduct his wide in-

terests in the export field. It

Mr. Wood, on the solicitation -of
many admirers, in a district that
was strongly Liberal, successfully
contested the Fort Augustus con-
stituency for the Conservative
Party in the campaign of 1908,
and was again returned in the
elections of 1915 and 1923,

During the latter two terms he
was a member of the Executive
Council, and’' performed an excel-
lent service in the interests of his
constituents. Until the time of his
death, he was thefonly living sur-
vivor of the 30 elected members
in the 1908 Provincial House.

Few men have retained the
high measure of confidence, ad-
miration and affection that have
characterized the life of the late
Mr. Wood. He was a kindly man,
with a bright, youthful outlook on
life. He was a man of sound judge-
ment, and wise counsel, and re-
tained throughout his busy and
fruitful career the abiding respect
of all, old and young, who had the
privﬂege of his acquaintance. In
the community and the home, his
memory will long be held in lov-
ing r brance.
