er humans put together.

We must necessarily conclude
from this, that suffering is also a |
powerful -means of sanctification
and of proving to God our love for
Him. Those are very significant
words which the angel Raphael
spe e to the blind Tobias, when he
said, “Because thou wast accept-
able to God it was necessary that
temptation should prove thee.”

(Tob. 13).
WELCOME SUFFERING
These, and many other ex-

amples, show that no matter how
holy a man becomes, there is al-
ways a place for suffering in his
lite. In ‘act, it seems that the hol-
fer a man becomes, the more he
welcomes suffering, as witness the
saints, who, not content with the
alflictions God permitted or sent
to them, even imposed voluntary
chastisements on their bodies.

We see, then, that there is
not only a place for suffering in
the life of every man, hut also
that it is a necessity, according to
the Divine Plan, for Jesus Him-
self has told us that unless a man
hate his life in this world, he shall
lose it in the next.

Why God should have ordained
that every man, even the holiest,
should suffer and sanctify him-
self thereby, is known only to His
own wisdom. But the fact remains,
that no matter who we are or

How foolish we are, then, if we
do not make the best of it by
bearing our crosses in a spirit of
supernatural Faith, in union with
the Cross of our Redeemer. Not
only does this method bring us
closer to God, but it even makes
our crosses easier to bear, if we
remember that we are bearing
them for love of Him, literally
carrying out His injunction to take
;ru our cross each day and follow

lim.

And if we fall often under these
trials of everyday life, we should
not become discouraged. We can
be comforted By the thought that
He, too, fell three times beneath
His own. He did this, not because
He was unable to stand, but to
tﬁfﬂ("h us how to rise from our own

alls.
