Splendid New
Edifice Adds
Much to Town

Photographed here is the new
Federal Building at Montague, the
official opening of which will take
place tomorrow afternoon at 4 p.m.
Standard Time. Mr. T. J. Kickham,
M. P. will officially open the new
public building, and Mr. P, 8.
Hunter, district Architect of 8t.
John, N. B. will preside at the cere-
mony.

Approximately 90 invited guests
including His Honour Lieutenant-
Governor T. W. L. Prowse, Premier
Matheson, members of Parliament,
senators, prominent citizens and
business men from the town of
Montague will be present for the
occasion. A public address system
will carry the proceedings to the
crowd expected. Montague school
children will sing “O Canada” at
the beginning, and “God Save The
Queen” at the conclusion of the
ceremony.

Following Mr. Kickham's re-
marks, Mr. B. M. Yeo, Mayor of
Montague, will address the gather-
ing. It is also expected that several
other addresses “will be heard.

BUILDING INSPECTION

After the opening ceremonies
there will be an inspection of the
building by the invited guests who
will later be tendered a reception
by the town at the Beaver Hall

An inspection by the public will
take place between 5 and 6 p.m.

The new Federal Buijlding pro-
vides accommodations for the Post
Office Department, the Customs
Division, offices for the Depart-
ment of Fisheries and offices and
living quarters for the Montague
Detachment R. C. M. P.

The bulding is a 2-storey steel
and concrete framed fire-proof
structure, 88 feet long by 55 ft.
wide, with flat roof and full con-
crete Basement. The exterior is in
brick with stone trim. The enterjor
is plastered and trimmed through-
out in Birch with Terrazzo floors
in public spaces and linoleum floors
in offices and working areas.
Fluorescent lighting is provided and
the interior is painted and decorat-
ed in pastel shades.
