They are selling in
Chicago for twenty-seven to twenty-
eight cents & bushel, which means that
the farmers there do not receive over
twenty-two cents, while our farmers
are getting from thirty-two to thirty-
three cents, and last fall they received
forty cents a bushel.” Then look at
the price of pork and beef in the
United States, it is lower than with
us. We send them a few eggs, and
when they are scarce the Americans
bave to pay the duty, and when they
are plentiful they are cheap every-
where.
