In the inlvrim. the rebel suceessat Tub-
berneering brought thousands of the wa-
vering peasants to their standapd, by
our defeat, the iy had also got several picees
of cannon and o quantity of other arms
and ammunition, = Theilr numbers were
now inmmense, and their movements bold
and formidable,  On the Sth, under the
cotnmand of Dagenal Havvey, they attack-
ed the town of Ross; the engagement con
tinued the whole day, and, after a desper-
ate conflict, they were defeaed by Genersil
Johnmson.  On the 9th the battle of Arklew
was fought, which also terminated in
their discomfiture,  On the So0th they took
posscesion of the town of Wexlord, which
they held till the 21st June; and, having
formed a camp on Vicegar Hill, (rom it
they overvan the country in immcense bo-
dies.

It would not be interesting to mention
more than gencrally those affiirs in most
of which I was employed, 1 commended
the artiliery of the army under Lord Lake,
but morve immediately operated  with  the
Inigade conumauded by General SivJames
Duti. ;
Although the vebels had been mostly
unsuccesstul in their decisive attempts on
the King's troops, their possession of a
sttong intrenched cunp on Vinegar 1Hill
oave Them a great lacility ol making at-
Letmpts on the woaker milituy  posts
around them, and maintaining themscives
against anything but a powerlul force,
OF course it became imperative on  the
part of the Wextord commanders to dis-

lodae them from it, A combined attack
of the brigades ol Duudag, Loftus, Nceedl-

ham, Johnston, and Dull, was arvanged;
and the necessary ovders having been
sued by Lord Lake, the troops were put
in notion,

General Th 1.']' to whom I was attached |
with the actillery, advanced on the e s |
road, having his right tlauk on the rivel
Slaney. Oav march was parullel to the
rebel lines upon the hibis; and, during
this movement.
