With regard to the first of these, it is an
undoubted fact that doctors ditter in their |
views as to the use of stimulants for their
patients—the mere passing of a proinbit-
ory act is not going to alter the opinion of
these men any more than it will that of

ministration of justice, and #o it mu-t hap- |
pen that if a professional man, or a mer- '
chaut, or a clerk, who has been in the |
habit of using ale or wine at his meals, |
a ks his doctor for a certificate he will
most likely obtain it, or if his own physi-
c'an has scruples about giving him one
he will get it from some one el~e who has
no such scruples, not uecessarily because
he hasless principle, but because he has
different views upon the subject. A very
large class will thus be able to Obtain all
the stimulants they require. Another
large class will obtain spirits ostensibly

to prevent any man from using a spirit

It would be ditficult
for a minister to refuse a boha fide request
of this sort, yet if he accedes to 1t he
breaks the law, since he is only allowed
wine for one specified purpose.

per cent, And while the aleohol habit is

bad enough, heaven defend us, as a com-
munity, from the opium habit, 1 wonld

one victim of opium.  Oh! the depravity
to which they sink. They will eringe and
weep and pray for their drug—they ~will
lie and cheat and steal —yes, and sell their
very soul to obtain it, and reformation is,
humanly epeaking, almost impossible.
Aud what is more, I would rather have
charge of a congregation, in which were a
few drunkarde, than one in which a large
majority were breaking the law of
the lani, either by open violation
or by evasion, on the false plea of sick-
ness, for says St, James: “*Whosoever
shall keep the whole law and yet oftend in
one point, he is guilty of all.” People
who wilfully and habitually break one
law must sutfer moral deterioration, and
goon lose respect for the rest of the law;
and if a large and influential minority of

must sooner or later be most disastrous to
that community,

But while I oppose prohibition for the
reasons here given, I feel strongly that
something ought immediately to be done
to check the drink habit ‘in our midst.
And why should every effort on behalf of
twnperauce be left to one extreme party ?
Have no others the coursge of their con-
victions? Are there no earnest men and
women among us, who, although they
cannot vote for Prohibition are yet ready
to combine in order to surpress the evil of
intemperance ?  Or is everyoue to be con-
tent with saying: “It is dreadful to see the
drinking that is going on!” and never rajse |
a he ping hand against it? It is dreadful,
Lut talking will not stop it.  Neither will
Prohibition stop it. Prohibition means
worse liquor and moze expensive to those
who can pay for it— free, as it was under
the Scott Act, to those who can terrorize
the liquor dealer —but it does not mean no
b guor, and the men who drink to excess
now will continue to drink o yatter what
law is enacted.
