BLACKLEG

‘Blackleg is a disease that us-
ually. attacks young cattle only —
those between six months and two
ears old, Animals younger than
ur months and older than three
gears, are practically immune.

Death usually occurs between
12 and 36 hours after the symptoms
fyst appear. .

‘Sheep and goats are susceptible
to Blackleg, swine slightly, but
other domestic animals and man
are ‘immune.

Blackleg is cause d by the
Clostridium  chauvoel, a germ
which forms spores that are high-
ly resistant to destruction by heat,
cold, drying, or chemical disin-
fectants.” They may lie for several
ea in a pasture or barn, a con-
stant threat to cattle. This is why
" the disease occurs year after year
on certain farms or in certain
areas.

The bacteria usually enter the
body of an animal through small
abrasions or punctures of the skin,
like those made by barb wire
fences. thorns or burrs. The germs
live without air so will not develop
or multiply in air. They don’t en-
ter the body nearly as easily
through open wounds or cuts be-
cause there is too much air pres-

?Catlle seem to be more suscept-
ible when, they are rapidly im-
proving in flesh, as in the spring
when they start eating fresh grass.
On the other hand, in some lo-
calities the change from grass to
hay in the fall also seems to have
a bad effect. But the disease is not
cnfined to particular seasons.
Blackleg can be prevented by
having the young stock vaccinated.
Jt is only mecessary to have them
vaccinated once. The cost is very
small for the amount of protection
afforded. Blackleg is found in all
parts of the Province, therefore,
it is strongly recommended that
ol young stock be vaccinated in
order to prevent losses.

SWINE FEEDING

When .a farmer buys a bag of
feed, he generally takes a look at
the feed bag showing the amount
of protein, fiber, carbohydrates.
and fat in the feed. The reason
for this is that protein contains all
the nitrogenous compounds, and
this part of the feed is used to
produce lean meat, body tissue,

Such feeds
as skim milk, meat scrap, lin-
seed oil meal, fish meal and soy-
bean oil meal are rich in protein.

The fiber is the part of the feed-
stuff which is of least use to the
pig. Oat hulls consist largely of
fiber and are to a large extent
indigestible. Cattle and sheep can
make considerable use of fibrous
feeds because they have a large
paunch and chew the cud, but the
pig with its small stomach, can
makc little use of high fiber feeds.
This is a point to be borne in mind
in pig feeding.
